Minutes from the February meeting were read by Alison
Douglas and approved by the board.

Jessie Ginsburg gave the treasurer’s report. We have
combined balances of $75646.49.

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MUTUALITY AND MINDFULNESS WITH HORSES

Frequently in my therapy practice, | see riders who want to
regain their sense of freedom and confidence instead of
riding with stress, stiffness, and pain related to fear. They
want to achieve fulfillment as complete riders by developing
what | refer to as increased mutuality with their horses. They
want to be comfortable on the trail or in the show ring. The
way to achieve this comfort is by reducing fear and increasing
the ability to be mindful while riding.

What are mutuality and mindfulness when it comes to
working with our equine partners? Mutuality involves bringing
our entire presence forward to meet the horse. Horses
demand honesty. They insist that we be honest in our
emotions, our process, and our goals, whether we are striving
for a balanced canter or simply a willingness for the horse to
try. | think of mutuality as a third term between horse and
rider; the place where together we are more powerful, more
courageous, and more joyful than is possible as individuals.

Mindfulness means doing what is needed, one thing at a
time, one moment at a time. If my horse and | are doing a
working trot down the long side of the ring, | ask myself if he
is “coming through”. If not, | will do exactly what is needed in
this moment, no more and no less. This will bring our
partnership to the next moment with success and focus so we
can begin the next movement. If | am stiff and fearful and my
horse repeatedly balks at a certain point, | can still stay
present in each step by asking, correcting, and asking again,

staying focused on the immediate moment. Notice that
mindfulness reduces fear.

Mindfulness begins with our first contact with the horse,
whether it’s retrieving him from the pasture or opening the
stall door to greet him. Grooming can be a wonderful way to
practice mindfulness. Focusing on my horse without the
distraction of a cell phone, conversations with barn mates, or
thoughts of chores waiting at home is a perfect opportunity to
come to know him with honesty and attention before | even
think of mounting up. Instead of feeling anxiety, | can use the
time to communicate with him.

Those of us who are adults often remember ourselves as
bold and energetic riders when we were young. Beneath the
painful memories of falls, runaways, and injuries, these
cherished memories of flying on horseback in perfect
harmony prompt us to continue riding and seeking fulfilling
relationships with horses. Even junior riders experience fear
and want to get back that feeling of strength and confidence.
If we practice mindfulness as we strive for mutuality, we can
work our way back toward those moments of unencumbered
joy with our horses.
